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NILE SWIM CLUB 

GUEST PASS POLICY 
Effective: 01/2024 

  
Guest Access to the Nile Swim Club is completed via a guest pass. These passes are 
purchased by the members in the form of guest credits. Guest credits are purchased 
on-line or upon arrival at the club when you register your guest. Members are 
encouraged to purchase guest credits online ahead of time. 
  
Guest Credits are $1 per 1 credit. Guest credits are only good for the season 
purchased and do not rollover or get credited to upcoming seasons. 
Each member account can host up to 4 guests per day. * ** 

Guest Credits can be purchased online in blocks of 30 credits, 60 credits, 80 
credits and 100 credits.  Credits will be drawn down according to the pass type 
utilized upon check in.  
 

Pass Type  Credit 
Youth ages   3 -18       15  
Adult ages  19 - 64       20 
Senior            65+        10     
Family Pass                  60 
*2 adults 2 children or 1 adult 3 children 

 
Please note:  
*There may be certain days where no guests are allowed. 
**There may be certain days where limited guests are permitted. On these days, 
members may be required to reserve guest spots on-line in advance. If a reserved 
guest spot is required and one is not entered your guest may not gain access. 
Always check our website and social media before bringing guests. 
 
Guidelines: An individual, regardless of age, in swimming attire or street clothes, will be 
charged the appropriate current guest rate. 

 
Each guest will be provided with a wrist band upon entry for the day. This will allow re-
entry and will also identify to our lifeguards, guests requiring a test for deep water 
access. GUESTS NEED TO BE TESTED FOR THE DEEP WATER.   
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Guests of Members must adhere to the following guidelines during their visit: 
 Guests must be accompanied by the hosting member during their stay. 
 Guests must comply with rules established by the Club including appropriate 

swim attire, no alcohol and no smoking on the premises.  
 The Club is not responsible for any items lost or stolen. 
 Members are responsible for the conduct of their guests. Members may be 

disciplined for infraction of guest policies or violations of Club Rules by their 
guests. 

  
Members who bring or attempt to bring a non-member individual into the pool 
under their membership (not as a guest) may have their guest privileges revoked 
for the current or upcoming season and may be subject to suspension and/or 
termination of their membership. 
 
Here are some of our most Frequently Asked Questions: 
What is the cost to bring a Guest to the Swim Club and, are there limits on how 
many guests I can bring? 
Each member account can host up to 4 guests per day. 
The guest pass credits are $1 per 1 credit and be purchased on-line or when registering 
your guest upon arrival

Family discount pass      60 *2 adults 2 children or 1 adult 3 children 
 
What are my responsibilities when bringing a guest to the Nile?  
Any member bringing a guest assumes responsibility for that guest and must be present 
when their guest is on the premises. In order to maintain a peaceful and respectful 
environment, it is mandatory that any guest accompanying a member refrain from 
causing any disturbances. Therefore, should a guest of a member engage in disruptive 
behavior, both the guest and the member could face immediate removal and   
suspension as a consequence of their actions. 
 
Does the Nile have privacy rules? 
Yes, the Nile does have privacy rules. No member may take photo(s) and/or video(s) of 
other members OR staff without their explicit approval.  Should you be found in violation 
of this, you may face immediate suspension for disruption of privacy.  
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Does the Nile offer discounted passes? 
Yes  we offer a discounted family guest pass which can be 2 adults and 2 children or 1 
adult and 3 children.  The cost of a family pass is $60 for the day. It is not transferable 
or refundable. 
 
How old do you have to be to sign in a Guest? 
Only members 16 years of age and older may sign in guests.  Guests who have not yet 
completed the second grade may only be signed in by adult members (i.e. members 18 
years or older.) 
 
Can I sign in a guest and leave them at the pool without me? 
Guests must accompanied by the hosting member while on the premises.  Guests must 
leave when the hosting member who signed them in leaves the pool.  Members are 
responsible for the guests that they bring to the pool. 
 
I have a babysitter/caretaker who watches my children/parent during the day  is 
there a special pass I can purchase for them? 
Yes  there is a special non-transferable Babysitter/Caretaker Pass available for sitters 
16 years of age or older. Each pass costs $75, and can be completed with your 
application or renewal. Please note that Babysitter/Caretaker pass has restricted 
access, the pass is not valid unless they are with the adult/child member.
